School Uniform and Cooler Temperatures 
 
As we move into the winter term I would like to recognise the successes achieved so far in the 
standard and the quality of our school uniform.  
 
The standards and expectations we have and share have not changed in terms of the style of 
trousers, length of skirt and formal shoes that are required.  Uniform continues to play an important 
role in raising the level of professionalism that is expected from all of our students and we 
appreciate your continued support in this matter. 
 
Our intention during the winter months is to follow the COVID guidance and keep our learning 
spaces well ventilated; this will see a reduction in room temperature which we will try to offset by 
keeping our heating on.  Our recommendation is that layers of clothing may help keep students 
comfortable as they can be removed when hot and can be applied if cold.  The use of the school 
jumper is a good example of this.  I would like to reinforce the message that the school blazer must 
be worn as the default and not just the college plain black jumper.  Teachers will be encouraged to 
use their discretion to allow students to wear outdoor coats in lessons if they feel this is necessary. 
This is not the choice of the student, but a decision made by the member of staff. 
 
Hands Face Space 
I would like to remind you of our policy regarding face coverings - these are to be worn when 
entering and exiting the college and are to be worn when moving across the site during the day (a 
small number of students are exempt from wearing face masks).  Space and social distancing is also 
identified as a key component in keeping people safe - students must keep within their year group 
zones and when they finish their day they must keep their coverings on.  We would also encourage 
students to not wait around for friends or congregate in groups that breach the rule of 6 or within 
2m without a covering on.  Once dismissed students must make their way home promptly please. 
 
If you have any questions or concerns regarding uniform, please contact the relevant senior tutor or 
House office.  We will endeavour to work with you to ensure that all of our students are able to 
meet our high standards.
