Lesson Details

e There are 15 students signed up for this opportunity, who have been split into two groups. Group 1
will consist of seven students; group 2 will consist of eight students.

e Your son/daughter has been placed into Group 2.

e Each group lesson will last for 30-minutes each week from Monday 14" June.

e  Group 2 will take place between 1.30-2.00pm, in LG1 (Music Department).

e This lesson will take place during part of the allocated Yr 7 break 2 timetabled slot, and should only
require your son/daughter to miss 10-20 minutes of the curriculum lesson prior/after break.

e Your son/daughter should arrive at the music department a few minutes before their group lesson,
and they should wait in the foyer of the department.
