Year 11 Updates 
 
Supporting Your Child Monday 16th March 6pm 
We would like to invite you to the college on the evening of Monday 16th March at 6pm. 
The purpose of this evening will be to share ways in which you can support your child at 
home with revision and strategies on how to ease anxieties they may feel around exams.  
There will be a presentation from the core subjects – English, Mathematics and Science – 
where the key content shared in advance by the exam boards will be clearly set out. We 
will also provide an update on other Year 11 matters including the accepting of offers 
from Post-16 centres and the collection of results in the summer. This is an evening that 
will be useful to parents and students so we would encourage students to attend with 
you. 
 
Leavers’ Hoodie

There is no option to add a 
comment / the name on MCAS so please email hoodies@elycollege.co.uk with your 
receipt / proof of purchase email with the required name. This should include capital 
letters, lower case and gaps in wording as appropriate. Students will be able to wear the 
hoodies in college once they have been received. All other school uniform rules will 
continue to apply. If your son/daughter would like to order a hoodie, please make a 
payment online along with the details. The deadline for orders is 26th March. We are 
unable to accept late orders due to the printing schedule. 
 
Year 11 Group Photograph 12th March  
Year 11 will have a year group photograph taken on Thursday 12th March.

then be superimposed onto a background. This
